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LARS WOLDT – Bass

Lars Woldt was born in Herford, Germany and studied composition and voice at the Hochschule für Musik in Detmold. 
After first fest-engagements at the Landestheater Detmold and the Tiroler Landestheater in Innsbruck he became a member of the ensemble of the Volksoper Wien. Last he returned there with great success as Baculus in a new production of  „Der Wildschütz“ for which he was awarded  the Österreichische Musiktheaterpreis 2014.
From 2009-2011 he was an ensemble member of the Wiener Staatsoper, where he had great success a.o. as Waldner/”Arabella”, Rocco/“Fidelio and as Fasolt/“Rheingold“ (released on CD/ Deutsche Grammophon). He continues to return to this company as a regular guest.
Meanwhile Lars Woldt is performing at the international opera- and concert-stages as a freelance artist where he sings the important roles of his repertoire.
Thus, the season 2015/16 includes his debut at the Oper Zürich as Doktor in a new production of „Wozzeck“, his return to the Wiener Staatsoper  as Rocco/ „Fidelio“ and Ochs/ „Der Rosenkavalier“ as well as to the Theater an der Wien for the new productions of „Der fliegende Holländer“ with Les Musiciens du Louvre/ Daland and „Capriccio“/ La Roche. La Roche he will also sing at the Opera National de Paris. 

In future seasons he will give his debut at the Bayerische Staatsoper in Munich, furthermore he will return to the Wiener Staatsoper and the Theater an der Wien.
Significant projects of late were Osmin/ „Die Entführung aus dem Serail“ at the Opera National de Paris, Fasolt/ „Rheingold“ at the Bastille in Paris, Rocco/ „Fidelio“ at the Theater an der Wien and the Staatsoper Wien, Kaspar/ „Der Freischütz“ at the Gran Teatre del Liceu Barcelona and at the Barbican Hall in London with the LSO under Sir Colin Davis (released on CD/ LSO live) and Daland/ “Der fliegende Holländer“ at the Oper Köln and at the Staatsoper Hamburg, where he additionally could be seen as van Bett/ “Zar und Zimmermann” and Kaspar.
His signature role, the Ochs of Lerchenau, led him to the Staatsopern Hamburg, Stuttgart and Vienna, the Nationaloper Budapest, the Royal Danish Opera, the Deutsche Oper am Rhein (in Düsseldorf and on their tour to Taipei, Taiwan). Last he sang this role in a new production at the Glyndebourne Festival (Richard Jones/ Robin Ticciati) in spring 2014 where he was very much acclaimed by audience and press (a DVD of this production is about to be released).

Lars Woldt is also in demand as a concert-singer and has performed a.o. repeatedly with the WDR Rundfunk- and Sinfonieorchester Köln, the Wiener Symphoniker, the Radio-Sinfonieorchester Stuttgart, the Bamberger Symphoniker, the Stuttgarter Philharmoniker, the Gürzenich-Orchester Köln and the Münchner Rundfunkorchester.
In addition to his work as a singer Lars Woldt dedicates the same time and passion to teaching voice as a tenured professor at the Hochschule für Musik in Detmold. In autumn 2016 he will accept a call to told the same position at the Hochschule für Musik und Theater München.
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
